O What Is Sexual Assault?

Sexual assault is a violent crime based on control
and humiliation that is increasing at an alarming rate
in Texas. It is not a sexually motivated act. It stems
from aggression, rage and a desire to exercise
power over someone else.

Nearly 2 million adult Texans have been sexually
assaulted in their lifetime — almost 13% of Texas residents.

O What Is TAASA?

Since 1982, the Texas Association Against Sexual
Assault (TAASA) has been a unifying voice and
catalyst for change committed to ending sexual
violence in Texas. TAASA is a non-profit organization
that brings together parties involved in and affected
by sexual assault through a statewide network of more
than 70 crisis centers and services in both rural and
metropolitan areas. The agency has a strong record
of success in community education, legal services,
youth outreach, law enforcement training, legislative
advocacy, and curricula and materials development.

O Facts On Sexual Assault

= Every two minutes, someone is sexually assaulted
in the state of Texas

= The vast majority of rape victims — nearly 80% —
know the person who rapes them

= An estimated 82% of all rapes go unreported

O The Impact of Sexual Assault on Victims

= Fewer than 20% of sexual assaults are
reported to the authorities in the state of Texas
because of shame, fear, hurt and anger.

= 13% of rape victims attempt suicide; 30%
contemplate suicide.

= Family and friends not only help their loved one
deal with the effects of an assault, but must
manage their own feelings about the
victimization of someone they care about.

= Communities affected by this crime against a
fellow citizen become more concerned about
their personal safety.

00 How Texans Feel About Sexual Assault

= In Texas, 6 out of 10 adults and more than
half of teenagers say sexual assault is a
personal worry.

= A third of Texan adults say sexual assault is one
of their biggest worries.

= Many Texans have only a surface understanding
of what constitutes sexual assault, and more than
a quarter of Texans are very misinformed about
its parameters.

0 Communication Is the Key

In response to a clear demand for action, TAASA
and partner groups have made a commitment to
raise awareness of sexual assault across the state.

These agencies are working together to strengthen
current outreach and communications to reach
Texans with information about sexual assault and the
devastating impact it has on our families and
communities. TAASA is committed to focusing attention
on the services and resources available to prevent
sexual assault and support survivors.

More than half of all Texans are unaware of the
sexual assault crisis centers in their community. TAASA
works to let survivors of sexual assault know that they
are not alone. Legal, financial and emotional help is
available across Texas to assist victims.

00 Working Together to Make a Difference

TAASA is helping to educate Texans about
sexual assault by coordinating sexual assault
prevention programs and conducting educational
trainings for rape crisis centers, law enforcement,
service agencies, community groups and schools.
As an advocate on behalf of survivors and local
crisis centers, TAASA supports laws and funding for
prevention and response efforts. The agency also
disseminates materials about sexual assault for adults
and children in English and Spanish.

Below are examples of special programs through
which TAASA is raising awareness of the issue of
sexual assault to help Texans understand that together
we can reduce and ultimately end sexual violence.

O Sexual Assault Awareness Month

April is Sexual Assault Awareness Month in Texas —
a month dedicated to educating the public about this
“silent crime.” It is a time for our communities to
consider how we can work together to reduce sexual
assault and respond to survivors in a way that enables
them to heal and regain control in their lives.

In observance of Sexual Assault Awareness Month,
TAASA, in conjunction with crisis centers throughout
the state, hosts and participates in events to help
increase awareness and involvement to end sexual
violence. Events have included training sessions for
communities of faith, Take Back the Night rallies,
Walkathons Against Abuse and artistic events.

O Students Taking Action for Respect (STAR)

Guided by research that shows peers have the
greatest influence on teens, TAASA developed the
Students Taking Action for Respect (STAR) program,
which trains students in Texas schools to carry out a
curriculum addressing sexual harassment. STAR is
one of very few programs about sexual assault that is
geared for youth, designed by youth and led by youth.

STAR incorporates positive messages directed at
reducing sexual harassment and assault in schools.
Through workshops and organized activities, STAR
students are trained to deal with sexual harassment
while building an environment of respect within their
schools. In the program?’s first two years, TAASA
trained more than 300 students from across the state
as peer educators.

O Green Ribbon Week

In addition to STAR, TAASA coordinates
the annual Green Ribbon Week, which is
held in April during Sexual Assault Awareness

Month. During Green Ribbon Week,
school educators address a variety of
issues pertaining to sexual assault in order

to promote student safety and awareness in
junior high and high schools. Students, teachers, law
enforcement officers, medical personnel and others
are encouraged to wear green ribbons to recognize

and raise awareness of sexual assault issues. In past
years, students have participated in a variety of
activities including art displays, essay contests, and
student-led awareness programs.
