Sexual harassment is alarmingly common in American schools. The American Association of University Women study, Hostile Hallways: Bullying, Teasing, and Sexual Harassment in School found that 80 percent of American schoolchildren have experienced sexual harassment on campus. Another study, Secrets in Public: Sexual Harassment in Our Schools, conducted by Wellesley College Center for Research on Women, found that 39 percent of girls faced sexual harassment on a daily basis. 

Experts believe that sexual harassment is a serious issue and a dangerous precursor to more severe forms of sexual violence, such as sexual assault. The STAR program trains students to recognize sexual harassment and educate their peers about it through workshops and presentations.
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
